For National Poetry Month, come celebrate at a special evening of poetry featuring authors Randall Horton and Daniel Ames. Randall Horton, originally from Birmingham, Alabama, resides in New Haven, CT and is currently a National Endowment for the Humanities Poetry Fellow. He is a past recipient of the Gwendolyn Brooks Poetry Prize and the author of the poetry collections The Lingua Franca of Ninth Street and The Definition of Place. Horton is also Editor-in-Chief of Reverie and editor of four children’s anthologies. Horton has a MFA in Creative Writing with an emphasis in Poetry from Chicago State University and a PhD in Creative Writing from SUNY Albany. He is also a Cave Canem fellow. Horton currently teaches at the University of New Haven and is the Poetry Editor of Willow Books of Aquarius Press and Managing Editor of Tidal Basin Review. 
Daniel Ames is a fixture on the Detroit poetry scene and is the author of a new title in the “Living Detroit” series, Feasting at the Table of the Damned (2011), published by Aquarius Press. Daniel is a poet living and working in Detroit. He graduated from the University of Wisconsin with a degree in journalism and now works as a creative director at an advertising agency.
