Detroiters Commemorate 40th Anniversary of Detroit Riot

For many, the five days of rioting in Detroit in the turbulent year of 1967 will never be forgotten. In the commemorative essays contained in Eyes on Fire: Witnesses to the 1967 Detroit Riot, a new anthology, it’s not so much about why the riot happened, but what it was like to see it happen firsthand. Publisher Heather Buchanan has captured 13 riveting stories from people who lived to tell their stories.

“One story tells about how a teenager’s excitement of going to see Stevie Wonder and the Motown Revue at the Fox Theatre turned into a harrowing rescue mission,” Buchanan says.  “Another writer tells how after looking into the barrel of a National Guardsman’s rifle during the riot, she had a shift in consciousness about civil rights and joined the Black Panther Party as a teen. Another writer witnessed firsthand the firebombing of U.S. Representative John Conyers, Jr.’s office on Grand River. Each story offers a heretofore unknown aspect of the riots.”
